The Edwin Munro Scholarship in Agricultural Science

(Founded in 1941 by the gift of $5,000 from Mr Edwin Munro.)

1. Purpose

The purpose of the scholarship is to support high achieving students undertaking the first year of
study in a postgraduate science program following earlier completion of the undergraduate
agricultural science program.

2. Definitions

Associate Dean (Academic) means the Associate Dean (Academic), Faculty of Science
Scholarship means the Edwin Munro Scholarship in Agricultural Science

3. Award and value of scholarship

(1) The scholarship is awarded annually by Senate on the recommendation of the Associate Dean
(Academic).

(2) The scholarship is the annual income from the fund.

4. Eligibility for award

An applicant is eligible for the award of a scholarship in a year if, in that year, the applicant:
(a) Has previously completed an undergraduate Agricultural Science program with honours; and
(b) Is enrolled in the first year of a postgraduate program administered by the Faculty of Science.

5. Selection of award

(1) The scholarship is awarded to the student who achieves the highest overall marks in the
undergraduate Agricultural Science program with honours.

(2) In making the recommendation, the Associate Dean (Academic) may take into account any other

income that the recipient will receive from any other scholarship.

6. Conditions for scholarship

The scholarship is tenable for one year.
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
