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Ed Parchimowicz Prize in Civil Engineering

(Established in 2004 in memory of Ed Parchimowicz, a civil engineer, and former UQ Engineering Manager who died in
2002. The prize is maintained by the income from a fund subscribed by organisations and individuals associated with him
and The University of Queensland.)

(a) Recommending authority

A committee comprising the Head (or nominee), School of Civil Engineering, as chair of the committee and one
member of the academic staff teaching in any field of the civil engineering discipline.

(b)  Eligibility

A student is eligible for the prize if the student —

(i) is enrolled in an Approved Program including the Bachelor of Engineering (Honours), or an engineering
integrated program, or an engineering dual program; and

(ii) is studying in any field of engineering in the civil engineering discipline; and

(i) has completed 28 units, but no more than 43 units towards an Approved Program; and

(iv) submits an application to the Head, by the closing date for applications.

(c) Basis for award

Most meritorius student based on —

(i) academic achievement in courses undertaken towards an Approved Program;

(i) personal qualities, including leadership potential; and

(iii) other evidence deemed to be relevant to the student’s future success in the engineering profession as
demonstrated by a cover letter and resume and verified by the Head’s selection committee.

(d) Nature of prize

Money to the value of at least $850, but limited to the annual income from the fund.

(e) Other provisions

The prize may not be shared.
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
